An early white grape from the Loire. Light and delicate floral nose with a hint of
apples. This follows through to a palate yielding a touch of sweetness, with a
balanced fresh finish.

MADELEINE ANGEVINE
A light and delicate white wine, with a peachy and blackcurrant leaf nose, leading to
a full palate of fruit with just a hint of sweetness on the finish.

CHERRY
Rose style wine. Light and refreshing. Medium.
